Accepted materials 
include paper (including cardboard, chipboard, newspa-
pers, magazines & junk mail), rinsed metal food & bever-
age cans, rinsed glass bottles & jars, and all plastic con-
tainers numbered 1 to 7.

Articles accepted include chip-
board, newspaper, magazines, junk mail & other paper, 
corrugated cardboard, phone books, all plastic bottles & 
containers numbered 1 through 7, microwaves, aluminum, 
steel & bi-metal cans, textiles, antifreeze, scrap metal, used 
motor oil & oil filters, passenger tires (limit of eight), glass 
bottles, and empty steel paint cans.
